Presentation Instructions

1) The time for your presentation is 15 minutes (35 minutes for invited presentations) followed by 5 minutes for discussion.

2) A computer video projector, the use of which is strongly encouraged, and an over-head projector for transparencies will be available.

3) Any contribution for the beamer must be in Microsoft Power Point (ppt) or in Adobe Acrobat (pdf) format. Please make sure that the text and the graph labels are large enough to be legible. Be aware that some colors (for example bright blue or green), which look good on the computer monitor, may be almost illegible when projected from a beamer.

4) Please rename the file of your presentation to "SIRAD_Presentation_X.ppt" or "SIRAD_Presentation_X.pdf" where X is your surname, and send it by e-mail to siradworkshop@pd.infn.it, with the subject "SIRAD_Presentation_X", where X is your surname. The maximum size of files in attachment at the e-mail is 3.5 Mb, if your presentation exceeds this limit, you have to use the "Winrar" program in order to divide the file of your presentation in files smaller than 3.5 Mbyte. Please click here to download "Winrar". After installation of "Winrar", run the program, select your presentation, click on "Add", insert the name of the archive (i.e., "SIRAD_Presentation_X.rar", where X is your surname), insert the size for splitting to volumes in bytes (i.e., 3500000), click on "OK". You will obtain the files "SIRAD_Presentation_X.part1.rar", "SIRAD_Presentation_X.part2.rar", "SIRAD_Presentation_X.part3.rar", and so on. The dimension of each file is not higher than 3.5 Mb. Now you can separately send these files by e-mail.

5) If you have planned to use only the over-head projector, please send a notification to the same e-mail address within 22 March 2004.

6) Please bring a CD with the Microsoft Power Point (ppt) or the Adobe Acrobat (pdf) file of your presentation to the Workshops, as well as a hardcopy of your slides for backup. No private laptop connection to the beamer will be allowed.

The deadline for sending your presentation is 22 March 2004.
